1. Voluntary ROTC. Student action (referendum petition, and joint resolutions
by all UC student governments) has brought this issue before the Board of
Regents. I urge that the Board of Regents respect the overwhelming student
objection to the present compulsory program.

2. Students in university dorms must be given a greater voice in the formation of
dorm rules and policies.

3. Racial equality in housing and employment must be an objective of student
government.

4. The ASUC should actively support the Point Four Corps program. This program
allows for the discharge of military obligations through teaching, social work,
etc . in underdeveloped countries .

5. The university should expand the new-student orientation program.
